Soul Fortress Principles

1. Construction of the soul fortress takes a
lifetime.

2. Construction is piecemeal and dynamic.

3. Utilization of the spiritual skills enables us to
stay inside the fortress, failure to use these
leaves us outside, vulnerable to damage
from sin, the world, and the deuvil.

4. When we fall to utilize the spiritual skills, we
default to the arrogance skills.

#4 Grace Orientation

Conforming or aligning our thinking toward
people, situations, and events with God’s grace

policy.

Grace means that God has freely given us
everything we need on the basis of who He is and
what Christ did on the cross.

Grace means that God will freely give to us
everything we need (prosperity and adversity
tests) to advance to spiritual maturity.

Grace means that our relationship to God is not
based on our merit, activities, or actions.

#5 Doctrinal Orientation

Aligning our thinking to the reality of God’s Word,
creation, and plan.

Doctrine must become a way of life, not just something
else we do.

Doctrine includes the entire realm of Biblical teaching,
from the abstract to the intensely practical.

Doctrine teaches us how to think, how to react, how to
problem solve, how to prioritize, how to relate to the
world, the systems, the people, and the circumstances of
life.
