Isa. 35:6, “Then the lame shall leap like a
deer, and the tongue of the dumb sing. For
waters shall burst forth in the wilderness,
and streams In the desert.”

Isa. 42:7, “To open blind eyes, to bring out
prisoners from the prison, those who sit In
darkness from the prison house.”



Matt. 20:31, “Then the multitude warned
them that they should be quiet; but they
cried out all the more, saying, ‘Have mercy
on us, O Lord, Son of David!"”



Matt. 20:32, “So Jesus stood still and
called them, and said, ‘What do you want
